The Swami joined the Order of Ramakrishna in September 1966. He worked  and studied in the central ashrama of the Order (Belur Math near Calcutta) and its different branches in India: Belgharia, Jamshedpur and Purulia. He was the Headmaster of a residential school set up by Ramakrishna Mission. He was engaged in several relief operations during great calamities (famine, civil war, flood, and earthquake).

After 20 years of his monastic life in India, he assumed in September 1986 the role of Assistant Minister in Centre Vedantique in France. Since Jan. 25 1989, he is the President of Centre Vedantique in Geneva, Switzerland. He has been participating in interfaith dialogues and activities for many years: at Inter-religious Platform of Geneva since 1992, inter-cultural meetings organised by UNESCO of Catalonia in 1998 & 2002, inter-religious seminar at Geneva in 1999 organised by C.L. Mayer Foundation, several inter-religious meets under the auspices of Sant’Egidio, Global Dialogue in 2001 in England, Inter-religious dialogue at Madrid in 2004 organised by International Democrats of Centre. He represented his Order in World Faiths Development Dialogue in 1998, 1999 & 2000, and in Third & Fourth Parliaments of World’s Religions. He was on the Organising Committee of World Philosophers’ Meet in Geneva in 1998. He has travelled a lot in different countries to lecture or hold seminars on Vedanta.
